DISCUSSION:  
The septic tank at 1120 Pennsylvania failed, requiring a connection to the
City's sewer system. Due to the property being contiguous with the City ' s
corporate boundary, the owners of 1120 East Pennsylvania, Laura and
Shawn Berry, have agreed to voluntary annexation of the property, in
order to receive City services. The owners have also waived their right to
withdraw within three days of this public hearing on their application.

53
acres and has a current tax assessed value of$ 126,740. Net taxable value is currently $69,801.

Building value currently stands at $91, 560, with land value at $ 35, 180.

A RESOLUTION BY THE OTTUMWA CITY COUNCIL ASSESSING 2020 WEED

MOWING CHARGES AGAINST CERTAIN LOTS IN THE CITY OF OTTUMWA, IOWA.

WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 24- 6( c) of the Municipal Code of the City of Ottumwa,
Iowa, public notice was given to property owners of the City to cut or destroy any weeds, vines,
brush and dead, damaged or unsightly bushes, trees or other offensive growth; and

WHEREAS, upon the failure of the property owner to cut or destroy said growth, the City caused
the same to be done by the City of Ottumwa' s weed mowing contractor for calendar year 2020,
and said costs to be assessed to the owner or owners of the lot or parcel of ground; and

WHEREAS, the Code of Iowa, Section 364. 12, allows the City Council to assess costs of abating
nuisances against real estate taxes in the same manner as the property tax, and in accordance
with Section 24- 6( c) of the Ottumwa Municipal Code, said costs and expenses associated with

the cutting of weeds are to be assessed against the owner of said lots or parcels; and

WHEREAS, said costs for the mowing of weeds, vines, etc., for calendar year 2020 are attached

and made a part of this resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the attached 2020 weed mowing charges be
assessed against the respective properties and the City Clerk to certify said assessments to the
County Treasurer to be collected on the tax rolls.
